McGinnis and presented a 325,000 Sci-
ence, Technology, Engineering and Math
(STEM) schelarship to his high school dur-
ing a ceremony at the Histarical Electranics
Museum in Linthicum, Md.

It was established to
recognize the service, sacrifice and mem-
ory of McGinnis, who was killed Dec. 4,
2006 while an patral in lrag.

At the ceremony, McGinnis® medal,
presented posthumously to his parents by
President Bush, was displayed with the first
Medal of Honar, awarded to Army Private,
Jacoh Parrott by Secretary of War Edwin
Stanton and President Abraham Lincoln on
March 25, 1863, and Parrott's redesigned
1504 Medal of Honor,

McGinnis' parents, Tom and Romayne
McGinnis, attended the Nov. 13 tribute in
Linthicum. Also present was Gordon Smith,
great-grandscn of the first Medal of Honor
recipient. Smith is the uncle of this reporter.

The guest speaker for the ceremony
was Medal of Honor recipient, Brian M.
Thacker, who received the nation's highest
military distinction for his heroic service in
combat in Vietham. B
