Seal integrity on loads is a critical function in safely moving a load.  Loads 
should be sealed by the shipper (most of the time the seal is provided by 
them).  The seal number should be noted on the bills.  There should rarely 
be a need for you to break a seal.  NEVER break a seal without first talking 
to dispatch.  When you arrive at the destination, the consignee should break 
the seal, or at least be present to visually watch you break it (if instructed). 
 
Maintaining seal integrity from origin to destination relieves NTB and you 
from any product liability due to overage, shortage, or product tampering of 
any kind.  As product safety becomes more and more important, customers 
are really tightening their requirements.  We recently had a load rejected by 
a customer because a seal was broken in transit.  Please help protect the 
company and yourself by always maintaining that integrity and working with 
dispatch if a situation arises where you can’t.  Thanks, Dave

Welcome to another edition of Driver to Driver.  Last time we began a discussion on 
driver fatigue.  We introduced the subject emphasiz ing the need to get 
adequate rest during our 10 hour breaks and our bid  days off.  We want 
to continue this time discussing actions that help the professional 
driver when he/she experiences drowsiness on the ro ad. 

 
To begin, it is important for everyone to recognize  the factors that bring on 
drowsiness.  These factors are as many and varied a s there are drivers, but let 
me break them down into a few broad categories:  Ti me of day (sunup, sundown, 
high noon); Weather conditions (rain, snow); Health  (oncoming cold, diabetes); 
Type of runs (long hauls, interstate or 'boring roa ds'); Traffic (headlights at 
night).  Although this is only a small percentage o f the vast number of things 
that can cause drowsiness, they help to get us thin king about the particular 
things that effect us individually.  Identifying ou r vulnerable areas is a good 
start toward helping us deal with fatigue. 
 
As varied as the causes of drowsiness, the solution s are as individual as the 
driver.  But again there are some tried and true ac tions that have proven help-
ful.  All of these take preparation, so that their implementation can take place 
when the need arises.  Start by having plenty of li quids available.  Coffee and 
Mountain Dew are a couple of caffeine laden drinks that many use.  I have found 
that something as simple as cold water can be effec tive as well.  Healthy snacks 
should always be readily at hand.  Fresh fruits and  vegetables prove especially 
effective.  For some, the need for short breaks is necessary.  Since trucks can-
not stop anywhere, part of trip planning is noting the rest areas and safe ha-
vens along the route to use if needed.  Many times,  the act of pulling into a 
rest area and walking around the truck (good opport unity for another inspection) 
is what is needed to keep the driver fresh and aler t.  While driving, avoid 
staring.  The professional driver constantly keeps his/her eyes moving from mir-
rors to road to traffic to possible hazards.  This helps keep the mind active 
and alert.  Whenever in waiting with no other respo nsibilities to do, take the 
opportunity to lay back, close your eyes, and rest.   This is a great preventa-
tive measure to help the driver get through the lon g day. 
 
Possibly the most important issue for the professio nal truck driver is the abil-
ity to understand when it is necessary to pull over  for a break.  If the above 
steps have not had any effect on drowsiness, it is time to pull over and get a 
power nap.  If this effects ETA, proper authorities  need to be contacted.  Under 
no circumstances does a professional driver continu e to fight sleep, putting the 
public, the freight, equipment, the company, and hi mself/herself at risk. 
 
One final caveat.  The above measures are not inten ded to take the place of the 
drivers' responsibility to get the adequate rest ne eded during the 10 hour break 
or bid time off.  Anyone unable or unwilling to abi de by this warning should 
seek some other type of employment.  The risks are too great.  I trust this will 
be the encouragement we all need to travel down the  road to professionalism suc-
cessfully and profitably.
