SAFETY FAQs 
 
This edition’s Frequently Asked Question is as follows:  Why do I get called up for 
random drug and alcohol tests so many times and other drivers never get called up? 
 
The answer to that question is relatively simple, although most people do not under-
stand.  The answer is, people do not get called up for random tests equally because it 
is a random selection process.  The selection process that is used utilizes social secu-
rity numbers rather than names.  Drug Screens Plus, our program administrator runs 
a computerized program that randomly pulls out social security numbers for the next 
selection period.  There is no way that we can call Drug Screens Plus and tell them 
to make sure that a certain driver ends up on the random selection list for the next 
period. 
 
The reason that random tests are random is because with a random selection process, 
it is impossible to determine if you are going to be called up.  This process is de-
signed to make drivers “honest”.  If a driver knew that once he or she was selected 
for a test and would never have to be tested the rest of the year, there is no deterrent 
to keep the person from using illegal drugs if they were so inclined.
