As taxes are paid on Tractor
fuel and not on Reefer fuel, it is very important that you check your receipt upon fueling at this loca-
tion to make sure it is listed as Reefer.

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US-131 Road Closures
(Schoolcraft, Ml)

Starting Wednesday, July 30, there will be
one lane of traffic open in each direction
on US-131 from south of the village of
Schoolcraft to South Street, and from Ly-
ons Street to U Avenue. (That would be
from south of the village to just before the
RR crossing and then from the north side
of the village to the traffic light up by
Shaver Road)

In addition to the road improvements,
MDOT will work with Grand Trunk Rail-
road to replace the railroad crossing at the
south village limits of Schoolcratft.

From August 18 to 28, US-131 at the

railroad tracks will be closedand de-

jtoured. The detour follows XY Avenue,

14th Street, and Eliza Street (W Avenue).

You will be routed southbound at the last

traffic light in Schoolcraft, east to 14

street, south on 4o XY and then west to

US-131. Going northbound, you will be routed easiXY to 14", north to
Eliza and then west to US-131.

Work is scheduled to be completed in September.

****+CAUTION****These detour routes are extremely da ngerous! The
roads are narrow and the turns, especially the sobibound turns (right
turns) are extremely tight. In addition, there arethree (3) railroad cross-
ings without crossing bars.
